MSC Hosts 92 Physicians for ABIM Interventional Cardiology Simulations
at TCT 2008

As part of the ABIM Maintenance of Certification Interventional Cardiology Simulations program,
MSC hosted 92 physicians over four days at the TCT conference in October 2008. Since the program
was introduced in February 2008, approximately 150 physicians have completed Interventional
Cardiology Simulations at SimSuite Education Centers and national conferences.

Completion of the Simulations provides physicians with 20 points toward completion of the Self-
Evaluation of Medical Knowledge requirement for Maintenance of Certification.

“ABIM is excited to have this opportunity to provide simulation as an option that helps make our
Maintenance of Certification program more relevant to physicians,” says Rebecca Lipner, PhD, ABIM
Vice President of Psychometrics and Research Analysis.

About Interventional Cardiology Simulations

MSC began working with ABIM in 2003 to investigate the potential of using simulation technology as an evaluation tool. Ten clinical centers
participated in the study, in which 120 physicians with varying levels of expertise completed six cases. Study results indicated that the simulated cases
could assess cognitive and procedural skills in performing interventional cardiology procedures, and could discriminate between novice and advanced
skill levels of physicians performing interventional cardiology procedures. In February 2008, the ABIM introduced Interventional Cardiology
Simulations as an option for physicians to earn credit toward the Maintenance of Certification (MOC) Program. This is the first time ABIM is
incorporating medical simulation technology into its programs to evaluate physician competence. Physicians enrolled in Maintenance of Certification
can register online for Interventional Cardiology Simulations at a SimSuite Education Center or medical meeting by visiting www.abim.org.

The simulator will
be used by Abbott Vascular to train physicians on AGA Medical products,
including the AMPLATZER™ Septal Occluder. This is MSC’s first training
venture in China.

MSC Mobile Unit Hits the Road for Boston Scientific Corporation
Endoscopy Division

In December 2008, BSC retrofitted one of its SimSuite mobile units
to accommodate demonstration and training for a BSC Endoscopy
product, and traveled to several hospitals in the Great Lakes and
Mid-Atlantic region as well as the New York Society for
Gastrointestinal Endoscopy Meeting in New York City.

The featured product was the SpyGlass™ Direct Visualization
System, an endoscopy product that has been on the market for a
year-and-a-half. The System requires just one physician operator
and provides direct visualization of the biliary system. The mobile
unit traveled directly to the doorsteps of physicians and their
healthcare teams in several cities to provide convenient, hands-on
demonstrations and training sessions using the SpyGlass System.
Hospitals on the route included Indiana University Hospital in
Indianapolis; Ohio State University in Columbus; University Health
and Metro Health in Cleveland; York Endoscopy Center in York,
Pennsylvania; Greater Baltimore Medical Center; and Christiana
Care in Newark, Delaware.

The mobile unit was also on hand at the New York Society for
Gastrointestinal Endoscopy Meeting in New York City, December
17-20. Meeting attendees, including physicians and nurses, who
spent time on the unit remarked on what a great opportunity the
traveling training unit provided.

The mobile unit will be on the road again in early 2009 to highlight the innovative SpyGlass System. Visit the MSC website or check with your
local BSC representative for the tour schedule.

“Simulators absolutely shorten the learning curve for mastering surgical skills,” says Alexander
Rosemurgy, MD, Professor of Surgery and Medicine at USF. “In addition to training individuals, the
simulators help teach team coordination and emergency protocols. Simulation is a very valuable tool
for evaluating how well a surgical team communicates and manages decisions when confronted with
an unexpected problem or crisis situation.”

The USF Health SimSuite Education Center offers courses for all levels of healthcare professionals,
including medical students, resident physicians, fellows, attending physicians, nurses, therapists, and
technologists. SimSuite courses provide hands-on training using best demonstrated practices to
improve both cognitive decision-making and technical skills. Course offerings include a highly
efficient Advanced Cardiac Life Support recertification program and curriculum for providers
working in vascular surgery, cardiology, interventional cardiology and radiology, general surgery;
